1) COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT AWARD
Recognition awarded to the PTA unit who has undertaken the most creative school event that
involves students, teachers and administrators, families and community members. The winning
PTA/PTSA unit will receive a monetary gift for their unit. The event will be judged as to how well it
corresponds to one (or more) of the National PTA Standards of Family Engagement, which are listed
below.

Standard 1—Welcoming All Families into the School Community
Families are active participants in the life of the school, and feel welcomed, valued, and connected
to each other, to school staff, and to what students are learning and doing in class.

Standard 2—Communicating Effectively
Families and school staff engage in regular, two-way, meaningful communication about student
learning.

Standard 3—Supporting Student Success

Families and school staff continuously collaborate to support students’ learning and healthy
development both at home and at school, and have regular opportunities to strengthen their
knowledge and skills to do so effectively

Standard 4—Speaking Up for Every Child
Families are empowered to be advocates for their own and other children, to ensure that students
are treated fairly and have access to learning opportunities that will support their success.

Standard 5S—Sharing Power
Families and school staff are equal partners in decisions that affect children and families and
together inform, influence, and create policies, practices, and programs.

Standard 6—Collaborating with Community
Families and school staff collaborate with community members to connect students, families, and
staff to expanded learning opportunities, community services, and civic participation.

2) SPIRIT OF PTA AWARD
Awarded to a PTA/PTSA member who reflects a positive influence, is an inspiration to others, and
embodies the values of PTA as listed below. The recognized member will receive a paid
registration to the 2012 Michigan PTA Convention.

Commitment: We are dedicated to promoting children’s health, well-being, and educational success
through strong parent, family, and community involvement.

Inclusivity: We invite the stranger and welcome the newcomer. We value and seek input from as
wide a spectrum of viewpoints and experiences as possible.

Integrity: We act consistently with our beliefs. When we err, we acknowledge the mistake and seek
to make amends.

3) SHINING STAR AWARD

high energy, reliable, follows through, going above and beyond what is asked of her/him. Let us all
know about that special dedicated person.
